Social networking sites 
In the October edition of the school newsletter, some E-safety guidelines for      

parents were published.....In this edition, we will look at one area of online activity 

that many children engage with at home and in their leisure time; Social Networking 
 

So what is Social Networking? 
Social Networking websites utilise applications which help connect friends using a number of tools like 
blogs, profiles, internal email systems and photos. Well known sites include Bebo, Myspace, Facebook 
and MSN Messenger, and these have become an influential part in the live of many people. Social    
networking allows people to connect to others online and form online communities. 

What are the risks when social networking to children and young people?  
Although chatting online can be great fun, young people can sometimes find themselves in situations 
where they can feel out of their depth. Risks can arise when young people give out their personal details 
to strangers. The online world can often seem very different to the real world for young people, and they 
can be tempted to say and do things that they wouldn't dream of if they met someone face to face. This 
can include giving out personal information such as mobile numbers and pictures of themselves.  

If they are talking to another child there is a risk that they will misuse this            
information - for example, by texting abusive messages to the child, or by posting 
their image on a website; but there is obviously a greater risk if the person that 
they are chatting to is an adult. Unfortunately, paedophiles (adults who want to 
meet young people for sex) use the internet, often with the intention of talking with 
and meeting a child. Young people can be naive to this risk, and often feel that 
they are invincible, or that 'they would know if someone was lying'. 

 

So what is the guidance for parents to protect their children using social networking websites? 
Encourage them only to upload pictures that you as their parents / carer would be happy to see ï 
anything too sexy to be passed round the dinner table should NOT make it on to the web. It's also 
not a good idea to post pictures which can identify the school which your child attends since this 
could help someone locate them.  
Tell your children not to post their phone number or email address on their homepage.  
Help your child to adjust their account settings so that only approved friends can instant message 
them. This won't ruin their social life ï new people can still send them friend requests and       
message them, they just won't be able to pester them via Instant Messenger (IM).  
Check if your child has ticked the ñno picture forwardingò option on their social networking site   
settings page ï this will stop people sending pictures from their page around the world without 
their consent  
Encourage them not to give too much away in a blog. Friends can call them for the address of the 
latest party rather than read about it on their site.  
Ask them to show you how to use a social networking site - getting involved will empower them to 
share the experience with you.  

 
Remember, the internet is an excellent tool for children to learn and explore the world and gain new   

information. It is also a super resource for recreational activity. E-safety is all about allowing children to 

utilise this excellent facility but ensuring that children use the internet safely and appropriately.

Really Good School Dinner Campaign

ñ10p is all it takes to provide a free nutritious meal to a child in the developing worldò, said one 
of my teachers. And so for the last two years, my school, The International School in          
Birmingham has taken part in the Really Good School Dinner week to raise money for the UN 
World Food Programme to help malnourished children around the world. I think this is a great 
opportunity for me and my fellow class mates to get involved. That without a nutritious meal 
these children wouldnôt even have the strength to travel to school never mind being able to 
concentrate once there, was a real eye opener to me and showed me how much I take for 
granted and how fortunate we are in the UK. 
 
Last year my school arranged a cake sale to raise money for the World Food Programme. My 
school made a giant effort and managed to raise £80 by selling 800 cakes for just 10p and 
generous donations alone! Although thatôs not a large sum of money to spend in this country; 
that alone could feed 800 children in countries like Kenya, Malawi and Bangladesh.  
 
This year we aimed to raise £100 pounds to feed 1000 malnourished children. We are raising 
money by having an international menu of different meals from five countries that have the 
highest numbers of malnourished children in the world. This is a much healthier option that 
buying cakes and it raises awareness of the difficulties faced in each country! Also for some 
students this will be a once in a life time opportunity to eat a meal that originated from another 
country! Our menu included meals from The Yemen, Indonesia, Ghana, India and Cuba.  
 
Our teachers have made a massive contribution towards promoting the Really Good School 
dinner week with a poster campaign alongside assemblies. Mr Marshall toured the school 
with a large 10p in assemblies to raise awareness of the Really Good School dinner week. He 
also displayed photos of the large 10p around famous landmarks in Birmingham as our 
school was part of the promotional campaign for the week. All this has made us more aware 
of the devastating numbers of children who are malnourished around the world. 
 
During the week, we took part in activities to learn more about hunger and poverty and      
created our own hunger trees to show how the two are linked. We then though about the 
problems the UN World Food Programme has and devised our own solutions. It was a great 
chance to talk to friends about how we can tackle the problems of hunger and poverty. 
 
At the end of the Really Good School dinner week, we had raised £103.90 by selling 339    
international meals (raising £33.90), plus donations from students in Years 7-12. This is really 
fantastic knowing we have helped buy over 1000 free meals for malnourished children in the 
developing world.
