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It has been a busy
summer term for students
taking public examinations
and completing
assignments for BTEC
Courses. Attendance and
behavior in the
examinations has been
excellent and we look
forward to the publication
of results on 19th August
(for A Levels) and 24th
August (for GCSE). Our
policy of early entry to
some GCSE®ds h
continued so all Year 10
and some Year 9 have
been involved in addition
to Year 11 and Post 16.
On the strength of early
entry results we are
confident that our exam
performance this year will
be the best ever achieved
by the school. We expect
every student in Year 11
to achieve a qualification,
around 80% to achieve 5
or more GCEEH
and more than 30% to
achieve 5 A*-C including
English and Mathematics,
exceeding our National
Challenge Target one
year early.

Attendance

Our attendance from
September i May is
94.12% . The best ever
yet.

This year has been
focussed on delivering
strategies to raise levels
of achievement, improve

levels of attendance,
improve retention rates
and create an appropriate
curriculum to meet the
needs of our Post 16
students.

Our close work with the
Local Authority has
enabled systems to be
developed resulting in
improved test results in
January and predictions of
better grades in the
summer. A programme of
one to one meetings with
tutors, support from the
Post 16 Mentor and
Teaching Assistant and
monthly at first, and
weekly , latterly, grade
updates has ensured
students have been
closely monitored with
very pleasing results.
Attendance has improved
following weekly
monitoring and actions,
which has again assisted
in keeping students
focussed on attaining
target grades.

The very big project this
year is the inclusion of
Post 16 in the East area
Partnership NEST 1 Joint
Post 16 provision for
ISCCB, Washwood Heath,
Cockshut Hill, Ninestiles
and Archbishop lIsley
schools. Work is moving
on speedily to create wide
ranging curriculum to be
enjoyed by children in our

school and area. The first
full intake will be
September 2011 and
mark the beginning of an
exciting and extensive
offer to provide
opportunities for our
students.

Building Schools for the
Future

Work on the Building
Schools for the Future
project continues.

This situation is providing
us with extra challenges
as we are expecting to
vacate Leycroft and
Kenrick buildings for work
to begin in January 2011.
We are committed to
ensuring that the
education of our students
is not adversely affected.

During decant we are
intending to house the
whole school on the main
site in the Martineau,
Central and other
buildings. Sheldon will still
house the vocational skills
courses but Post 16 will
be on the main site.

A detailed transition plan
is being formulated at
present. Priority is to
safeguard our students
education throughout the
process and to use this
opportunity as a unique
learning experience.
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We continue to be a
Business & Enterprise
specialist school and are
very proud of the very
active and close
partnerships we have
developed with a range of
local businesses. This
year Frank Haslam Milan
have offered
apprenticeships to two
more of our students. We
currently have 3 students
at various stages of their
apprenticeship and 1 that
has completed and
seeking promotion within
the company.

During May and June Ms

Helen Smith and
Errol Dias have been
visiting schools across the
area meeting Yr6 teachers
and the students that will
be attending the school in
Sept 2010. This is then
allowing us to use the
remaining Half term to
visit those students that
have been identified as
needing more help or
support in school. It is also
all owing us t
for students so their
transition from Primary to
Secondary can be made
easier and a lot smoother
for them and for the
school and parents.

Alongside all of the above
Miss Smith has been
working with a variety of
agencies on a number of
projects in transition. We
are currently setting up
and running the Keeping
Up With Children Project

and other feeder school.
This is hoped to educate
parents in how to help
their children out of school
and also to develop their
confidence in working with
the school.
